“Repositioning of the UN Development System”

Addendum to the Information Note of the Annual Session 2019

Executive Board of UNDP, UNFPA and UNOPS — Second Regular Session 2019

1. UNDP, UNFPA, UNICEF, UNOPS and UN-Women are pleased to provide their respective Executive Boards
with a further update on our engagement in the repositioning of the UN Development System. We remain fully
committed to the UNDS Reform and to jointly drive all its remaining work streams forward in close coordination
with the United Nations Sustainable Development Group (UNSDG), under the leadership of the Deputy
Secretary-General and with the support of United Nations Development Coordination Office (DCO) and the
Transition Team.

2. This paper complements the earlier information notes presented to the Executive Board in the First Regular
Session and the Annual Session in 2019. It provides an update on recent developments since June.
Additionally, it includes a mapping of regional assets and capacities, as requested by the Executive Board for
information, in decision 2019/15.

3. In reference to paragraph 3 of decision 2019/15,

The Executive Board

Requests UNDP, UNFPA and UNOPS to provide, for information at the next session of the Executive
Board, a detailed mapping of their regional assets and capacities, in accordance with General
Assembly resolution 72/279 and mindful of ongoing discussions on the revamping of the regional
approach of the United Nations development system;

UNOPS wishes to inform the Executive Board that the information provided to the review of agency assets at
regional level, including a list of country coverage, is shown in Annex .

4. In reference to paragraph 5 of the same decision,

The Executive Board

Requests regular updates to the Executive Board on efficiency gains and their redeployments, through
existing reporting mechanisms;

the cost-efficiencies UNOPS can offer to its UN partners and efficiency gains that can hence be achieved will
be determined by the demand for UNOPS’ services. Information on how the organization contributes to the
achievement of efficiency gains will be provided once data becomes available on how UNOPS will be engaged
by other entities of the United Nations system.

5. In reference to paragraph 8 of the same decision,

The Executive Board

Welcomes that UNDP, UNFPA and UNOPS contributed their doubled contributions to the resident
coordinator cost-sharing, and calls on UNDP, UNFPA and UNOPS to implement the 1 per cent levy,
as applicable, as per the operational guidance for implementing the coordination levy (12 March 2019)
issued by the United Nations Development Coordination Office;

as of August 2019, UNOPS has not signed agreements or received contributions that are subject to the 1%
coordination levy in accordance with the operational guidance and its financial regulations and rules adopted
by Executive Board decision 2012/5.
