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I.  RESUMEN EJECUTIVO  (1/2 página máximo)
UNDP support at the end of current programming cycle is focused in three areas;
Poverty/Governance: UNDAF evaluation noted that UNDP’s support to the reform of local government through the adoption of the National Policy on Local Government was key for decentralization and has increased capacities of local councils. In addition, Belize was one of the Millennium Acceleration Framework pilot countries which revealed governance bottlenecks in the water sector, which are being addressed through current initiatives (UNDP and others).  Also, UNDP has supported CEDAW reporting but a lesson learned is that unless institutional challenges in reporting on international human rights treaties are addressed system-wide, dependence on donor assistance will remain. Addressing of gender inequalities, UNDP and national partners launched a 16 members’ platform to promote women political participation, which was key in putting the spotlight on the structural, social and cultural issues that prevent women from successfully engaging in electoral politics. 

Sustainable Development: Disaster Risk Reduction: UNDP focused its interventions in improving the country’s institutional capacities for sound management of its natural resource base as well as for preparedness and resilience to natural disasters. Support to national response strategies in the areas of bio-diversity, sustainable land management, rural development, integrated water resource management, sound chemical management and adaptation/mitigation strategies to climate change contributed to the country’s overarching goal of protection of its natural resource base. UNDAF evaluation identified that UN support (e.g. UNDP’s technical, financial and advocacy support) was highly relevant for Belize to develop policies and plans with regard to the three UN Rio Conventions and the country’s sustainable development agenda. The UNDAF evaluation noted that the joint UN support to the Government’s capacity to conduct full disaster assessments has been very effective. 

HIV/AIDS: In supporting national efforts to reduce the HIV/AIDS prevalence rate (Government’s data show that the number of new HIV cases have not increased in the UNDAF period), advocacy and technical assistance provided jointly with other UN agencies contributed to strengthen the national response (namely, by improving its information system and formulation of health-related policies), improving the coverage and quality of care services. This included HIV-related prevention and care services, for which UNDP has been supporting in Belize and Stann Creek districts as the PR of the Global Fund Round 9 project.
