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I.  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
As a key and trusted development partner to the Government of Burkina Faso, UNDP has worked with state and non-state stakeholders, in providing upstream policy, technical and financial support in areas of governance, poverty reduction, environment and resilience to natural disasters. UNDP programme is part of the United Nations Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF) 2011-2015 to support national priorities grounded on three strategic pillars; i.e.; (1) accelerated, pro-poor and sustainable economic growth (2) improvement of quality of human capital (3) increased quality of governance - political, administrative, economic and decentralized, including promotion gender equality and upholding of human rights. The focus of UNDP programme was on: i) Poverty Reduction, MDGs and Environment and ii) Governance and Human Rights. 
On MDGs, UNDP contributed to the achievement of a number of selected MDGs. Only those related to universal primary education, child mortality and HIV/AIDS are considered reached by 2015. Despite Government’s investments in human development, there are still deficiencies in the areas of poverty alleviation, nutrition and food security, child and maternal health, as well as expanding access to sanitation and markets. The Strategy for Accelerated Growth and Sustainable Development 2011 - 2015 (SCADD) which had set an ambitious goal of two-digit economic growth to eradicate poverty, has been replaced by the National Economic and Social Development Plan (NESDP) for 2016-2020 considered the main strategic document for planning, financing and development cooperation.
In poverty reduction UNDP contributed to informing policy and to scaling-up of a model focused on access to energy services and improvement of living conditions of women and young girls. This was done through the multifunctional platform energy enterprises managed by groups of women in rural settings with no access to electricity and other modern services. Through the initiative, UNDP contributed to access to energy services for about 1.8 million people, reduction of workload of women and girls (67%), while increasing incoming generating opportunities for women (72%). UNDP also helped provide communities and central structures with knowledge and technical tools to adopt an integrated approach to management of natural resources for sustainable development.  
Within the context of emergency preparedness and prevention, UNDP contributed to updating of the country's comprehensive national plan and two regional contingency plans.  A national strategy on Emergency Preparedness and disaster risks management with an action plan has been developed and adopted.  
In the governance area, UNDP focused support on deepening democracy, increasing voice and public accountability, improving governance at the local level and ensuring better engagement and participation by local populations in their own development. On elections, UNDP’s role and support to the National Independent Electoral Committee and the National Council of Civil Society Organizations to execute effectively their respective roles has been regarded as central to the success of the peaceful elections in Burkina Faso. UNDP’s support to anti-corruption has contributed to advocacy and awareness-raising campaigns through support provided to the National Network in the fight against corruption (REN-LAC) and commissioning of thematic studies. In the justice area, UNDP focused on enhancing access to justice and capacity strengthening for legal aid support through technical assistance, outreach and legal mobile aid clinics, deployment of paralegals and trainings of district tribunals and alternative dispute resolution services. Concerning the promotion and protection of human rights, international human rights commitments have been made largely disseminated to the population who are better aware of their rights. With UNDP’s support, the country has developed a national plan of action for the implementation of the recommendations of the universal periodic review (UPR) and the treaty bodies and a national plan of action against early marriage. A total of 666,574 people, including 325,555 men and 341,024 women have benefitted of birth registration thus gaining their rights to citizenship. 
The progress in the response to HIV and AIDS have been through the development and/or implementation of targeted frameworks: strategic AIDS framework (CSLS 2011-2015), HIV health sector response plan (2011-2015) and the programme of prevention of transmission from mother to child of HIV 2011-2015. With partnership of national actors, tools have been introduced to promote an enabling legal environment that will take into consideration the legal aspects for an effective HIV response.
In addition to the actions for empowering women in the areas of access to energy and income generating activities, the CO has contributed to the implementation of the national Gender strategy through support to gender-based violence related activities, women access to justice through legal clinics and assistance. Key regions in the country are aware of key gender issues leading to some change of behaviour among the population and communities (genital mutilation, early marriage) The capacities of actors at all levels were strengthened in gender approach to programming even though it did not result in systemic integration of gender considerations in programmes and projects. As such, the Ministry for the advancement of women and gender has capacities strengthened in strategic and operational planning technique incorporating gender planning, gender-sensitive budgeting and monitoring and evaluation.  
In terms of aid coordination and management, UNDP supported in the development of a national plan of action for aid effectiveness in development (PANED). Thus, the country recorded a significant increase in its rate of absorption of aid (ODA), from 71,33% in 2010 to 88,18% in 2013, however, this trend has not been sustained because of on setting of political and social instability.

The UNDP CP identified four major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) cross-cutting issues are better mainstreamed in the SCADD and sectoral development policies; b) key partners are better equipped and operationalize Gender mainstreaming, Gender budgeting, women's empowerment and participation in decision spheres; c) the capacity of national actors are strengthened in planning and budgetary programming; d) the capacity of the DGEP/MEF are strengthened for better management of sectoral policies.
Progress and Achievements:
In the 2011-2015 cycle, to facilitate the implementation of the MDGs and the SCADD, UNDP has been instrumental in formulating, implementing and monitoring sectoral policies and programs in line with the SCADD and the MDGs. 
UNDP support has resulted in the alignment of 20% of the sectoral policies formulated / revised on the SCADD and the MDGs in line with international commitments. The organization enabled the integration of gender into sectoral programmes and policies. The 2015 Sectoral Dialogue Framework report shows that all sectoral policies and programmes incorporate the gender dimension.

 
These results were obtained through national capacity-building actions in prospective analysis for the benefit of managers of the Directorates-General for Sectoral Studies and Statistics (DGESS). They are also due to continues advocacy for the implementation of the MDGs. Indeed, several information and training meetings on the inclusion of the MDGs in development programmes and projects have benefited from the support of UNDP. To facilitate this, UNDP supported the development of a national MDG acceleration strategy and an MDG acceleration framework that was used to develop several policy and programme documents and projects

Following the transition period and the successful elections, the new the Government was keen in quickly formulating a National Plan for Economic and Social Development (PNDES) for 2016-2020, which charts a plan for the development of the country. The PNDES replaces the SCADD which aimed to promote diversified economic growth and poverty reduction. The PNDES constitutes the framework of policies and sectoral programmes and will be operationalized through the elaboration of a triennial global programme of priority actions. This programme serves as the entry point for dialogue between the Government, national partners and donors. UNDP’s support has been requested for the development of the PNDES and mainstream SDGs. More specifically support has been requested in the implementation of the national development plan in view of the high expectations from the population.

CP Outputs

The UNDP CP identified six major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) the national strategy of Micro finance and action plan is updated; b) access to micro-finance are more operational and extended; c) the National Agency for the Promotion of employment and the national employment fund follow better the promotion of self-employment of young people and women; d) producers of carrier channels are organized in networks; e) small and medium-sized industry and rural businesses receive support and advice; e) national voluntary system is extended to all regions.
Progress and Achievements
At the end of the programme cycle, UNDP support helped to increase the proportion of requests for services of microfinance that grew from 15 percent in 2010 to 50 percent in 2016. Women and youth were specifically targeted through actions of capacity building in management of micro companies. This support helped each year more than 700 women to effectively manage micro rural businesses.
 
In the regions where UNDP intervenes, the proportion of young people and women trained in different jobs and supported through the multiple national funds to promote self-employment went from 0 in 2010 to 463 in 2015, an increase of 97 percent.
 
UNDP has accompanied 638 micro-businesses (321 for women and 142 for young people) in the region of the Mouhoun and Northern regions at the end of 2015. 900 micro-businesses were supported by 2016.

The UNDP CP identified two major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) institutions at the central and decentralized levels are better informed and equipped for sustainable management of natural resources and best practices are disseminated. b) appropriate financing mechanisms, coordination and technological innovations and techniques respond to the needs of adaptation and mitigation to climate change.
Progress and Achievements

During the programme cycle, UNDP contributed in the integration of approaches that took into consideration environmental challenges at the institutional and programmatic level. The organization put a lot of focus on the links between poverty-environment, biological diversity, climate change and the sustainable management of land in the SCADD and the sectoral policies.
 
UNDP support has also allowed the development of best practices for an integrated, sustainable and equitable management of lands taking into account innovative practices and local knowledge through the capitalisation of fifty-five (55) best practices in the sustainable management of lands in areas as diverse as agronomy, agroforestry, the animal science and pastoralism, household energy as well as the effective organisation of actors; A document on these areas was disseminated in French language among the actors of the central and decentralized levels as well as a release of the document translated into the four local languages (Moore, dioula, fulfulde, gulmacema) for the benefit of users land.
 
Emerging themes were introduced in the new local and regional planning guides. Municipal and regional plans have integrated a system for the allocation of resources to actions of conservation and management of natural resources. The COGEL project brought the expertise in terms of new directions in the local development plans, and synergies of work were created through other projects related with local governance (UNDP, Austrian cooperation, World bank, EU, etc.).
 
100% of municipal plans incorporate environmental concerns and climate change aspects. Burkina Faso has a national policy on alternative energy. The number of local development plans integrating crisis prevention and recovery issues went from 6 in 2015 to 8 in 2016.

CP Outputs
The UNDP CP identified one major output to support the Government in achieving this outcome: Institutions of disaster risk reduction at central and decentralised level are better equipped and provide answers to the emergency situations.
Progress and Achievements
During the programme cycle, UNDP has supported the response to emergencies and disasters at two levels: at the programmatic level and at the operational level.
At the programmatic level, UNDP has supported the national Council for emergency relief (recipients) in adopting a strategy of prevention and management of disasters and to fuel reflections on a prospective vision on resilience.
 
At the operational level, UNDP interventions provided a functional system of integrated information on disaster risk. Simulations of the contingency plan were successfully undertaken. The support fund is now functional for the pilot project at the level of two (02) regions (North and High Basins). UNDP support also helped increase the number of operational comprehensive contingency plans at the national and regional level from 0 in 2010 to 13 in 2016. To facilitate weather alerts, 55 responsible structures of the recipients and members of NGOs/CSOs including 5 women were trained on the meaning of climate and weather alerts with the support of UNDP.
 
Through the sharing of information and communication on environmental issues, UNDP has supported the finalization of the SIEL (Local System of Environmental Information environmental). To make national actions and interventions for the promotion of the environment more visible, two editions of the Journal “Notre Environment” of about 1500 copies each were conducted with the support of UNDP. It became a tool for workers who make the awareness work about environment challenges on the ground.

CP Outputs
The UNDP CP identified two major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) the collection, processing and analysis of disaggregated data to track the SCADD, UNDAF, and the CPD-CPAP are better provided by the National Statistical Institute; (b) the reports on poverty are regularly produced by the DGEP on time.
Progress and Achievements
In the framework of the monitoring-evaluation of the MDGs, UNDP supported the development of country reports in follow-up of the MDGs in 2012 and 2015. In 2015, four thematic evaluations on the implementation of the MDGs were conducted with the support of UNDP and other agencies of the United Nations system. To feed into these evaluations, UNDP coordinated the financial support of other agencies of the United Nations and the World Bank to ensure that the demographics and health module would be considered in the process of the Continuous Multisectoral Inquiry (EMC). Data has been used in the thematic evaluation reports.
 
In the follow-up to the SCADD, UNDP has supported the definition and validation of a list of indicators, a study on the monitoring and evaluation of the SCADD and the financing of regional frameworks for dialogue in 13 regions of Burkina Faso in 2013. Following the replacement of the SCADD II to the PNDES, UNDP supported the development process of this new national development framework.
 
A plea from the CENI should enable the country to have election data disaggregated by gender in terms of number of subscribers, number of applicants/candidates, participation rates of men and women in the various elections.
 
As part of the promotion of the green economy, UNDP contributed to policy-making and to the intelligence of poverty-environment indicators (including type, green economy, climate change, sustainable consumption and production patterns) for the MDGs/EMC survey. This has allowed to define a list of indicators that are ensuring linkages about gender, the green economy, climate change, sustainable consumption and production patterns.
 
For the promotion of gender, UNDP supported the Ministry for the Promotion of women in the development of a device that will monitor the activities of advancement of women, fight violence against women and girls. This device will allow the actors to have an overview of the situation about violence against women and will help to better target actions.
 
UNDP’s support brought the number of national, sectoral and regional structures with an information system and management of data (disaggregated by sex, age and place of residence) from 0 to 2 in 2015 and 2016 for a target of 3. CP Outputs

The UNDP CP identified three major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) good coordination and a better monitoring and evaluation are provided by the Permanent Secretariat of the National AIDS Council (SP-NAC) and its subdivisions; b) the response to HIV/AIDS to decentralized and community level is strengthened; c) advocacy, partnership and mobilization of resources are ensured.
Progress and Achievements

During the programme cycle, UNDP supported mainly two national structures in the fight against HIV/AIDS: the Permanent Secretariat of the National AIDS Council (SP-NAC) and the support programme of the HIV civil society organizations (PAMAC) with a focus on the monitoring system of the National AIDS response plan and the capacity building of civil society organizations.
 
UNDP support was provided through the project "Institutional support to the Permanent Secretariat of the National AIDS Council (SP-NAC)" which allowed the monitoring of the implementation of the multi-sectoral national plan to fight AIDS throughout the programme cycle. UNDP’s support enabled the strengthening of the mechanism for monitoring and evaluation, financing and monitoring of the common basket fund on AIDS, the undertaking of a study estimates of resources and expenditure relating to AIDS (REDES) whose data was used for the development of the Strategic Framework for the AIDS response, the operationalization of the regional satellites as part of the decentralization of the response to HIV, the production of assessments and reports.
 
UNDP’s support helped in keeping the PAMAC dynamic, through its network of more than 200 NGOs throughout the whole territory, which allowed to deliver the following services to populations and communities: i) close to 2 million people are aware on HIV including vulnerable groups; ii) 800 000 people were screened on HIV. In the framework of the global project on "City, HIV and sexual diversities", UNDP accompanied by PAMAC in partnership with the city of Ouagadougou developed an action plan to better integrate key groups such as sex workers and men who have sex with men (MSM) in municipal HIV response plans. With support from the Regional Service Centre, the country has embarked on legal assessments/national dialogues on HIV and the law to ensure for the establishment of an enabling human rights environment in the HIV response of the country.
 
With UNDP’s support, the number of departments of the NAC and its regional satellites strengthened in the coordination and monitoring/evaluation went from 4 to 10 in 2016. The civil society structures and networks supported by PAMAC increased from 174 in 2010 to 168 in 2016 for a target of 600. This target could not be reached due to the shrinking of resources.
 
Aware of the need for the PAMAC to transform its status into a more autonomous structure, UNDP supported the realization of a feasibility study on the options required to initiate the process of transformation/empowerment of the PAMAC.

CP Outputs

The UNDP CP identified seven major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) The Parliament fully play its legislative role; b) the implementation of the National Action Plan of the APRM is well followed; c) national key actors made aware of human rights; d) the capacity of national institutions to combat corruption are strengthened; e) the modernization of the State Plan strategic ten-year implementation; f) the strategy and the action plan of public insecurity and the prevention of urban violence developed and implemented; g) the CENI and the actors in the electoral process are made more effective in the organization and monitoring of elections.
Progress and Achievements

During the programme cycle, UNDP accompanied the fight against corruption by ensuring the strengthening of the control system of public management. Thus, the National Network of anti-corruption (RENLAC) received support for the capacity building of its members in ensuring the production of its annual report. The REN-LAC regularly produced its annual reports during the implementation of the CPD 2011-2015 period. Regarding the institutions and governance system, the Court of Auditors increased its oversight function capacity and audit performance through targeted trainings (72 prosecutors and officials of the registry of the Court of Auditors including 16 women). Similarly, the High Authority of State Control has been enhanced in its capacities for the conduct of audits of public procurement and the delegations of public services (12 State controllers trained), as well as for the detection of fraud, money laundering and legal audit and litigation in utilities (32 state controllers trained including 2 women). The Court of Auditors has regularly produced its annual reports.
 
Support to the electoral process enabled the country to have an election practice guide which has been released. 6417 copies of this guide were disseminated among electoral actors for the presidential and legislative elections of November 2015. Similarly, capacities at the regional level among electoral actors were strengthened at the technical level to ensure the successful holding of the 2015 coupled legislative and presidential elections. With UNDP support, the National Independent National Electoral Commission (CENI) has a platform of electronic filing based on a secure messaging infrastructure and a network BRIDGE (Building resources in Democracy, governance and Elections.
 
In urban security, UNDP supported the conduct of a diagnosis of urban crime in Ouagadougou as well as the adoption of a strategy of prevention of urban violence. The implementation of this strategy contributed to the strengthening of local capacities for collection and analysis of information. The capacity-building of the Municipal Police has led to setting up municipal volunteers for road safety, a specialized unit for women and young people and an observatory of the safety of the Municipality of Ouagadougou. Three thousand (3000) deputy volunteers on security including 762 women were recruited to ensure road safety. The Government has taken ownership of this initiative to expand on the good results.

CP Outputs
The UNDP CP identified two major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) the capacity of organizations of civil society (CSOs) to combat corruption are strengthened; (b) organizational capacities and oversight functions of CSO are developed.
Progress and Achievements
During the programme cycle, the ability of civil society to participate in public governance, including the fight against corruption, improved. Indeed, the Burkina Faso Network for the integrity of Youth Leaders increased its knowledge about the legislative framework for the fight against corruption. As such they are potential agents of change in the public sphere. The support of UNDP and other partners also helped to organize each year the international day in the fight against corruption which an entry point to deliver awareness messages. Support to the Association of women lawyers (AFJ) enabled to identify cases of gender-based violence and to assist through legal advice.
 
In addition, awareness campaigns conducted with support from partners resulted in greater citizen participation in the electoral process experienced by the country during the period of implementation of the CPD. The participation rate in the coupled legislative and municipal elections far exceeded the target respectively from 56.4% and 49% in 2010, to 60% in 2015.
 
Support for the functioning the national Council of CSOs is operational through a national office and 45 regional offices set up with the support of UNDP. This Council serves as a point of contact with the Government. Thus, facilitated the conduct of advocacy with the Government for greater participation of civil society in the control of public action. In this regard, a consultation framework was established by the Government through a decree to facilitate dialogue between civil society organizations and the Government. 
 
As part of the fight against gender based violence (GBV), UNDP supported the creation of six (6) networks of opinion leaders and customary and religious leaders to increase awareness about GBV.

CP Outputs
The UNDP CP identified four major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) improved implementation of decentralization and local development tools; b) local development plans formulated and taking into account the security dimension; c) mechanisms for citizen participation and local development management are functional; d) local authorities are better equipped and provide basic social services.
Progress and Achievements
During the programme cycle, UNDP’s support in collaboration with UNCDF helped to introduce an innovative approach for local development based on the articulation between the local participatory planning process and local development funds to implement priorities for investment at the level of 17 communes. With a local management support component, the interventions have paved the way towards new development practices. Local municipalities beneficiaries and the Regional Council in the Boucle du Mouhoun appropriated a complete approach to local development, thus avoiding planning exercise leading nowhere. Three tools have been well introduced in the management of communal beneficiaries: Municipal development plan, the municipal annual investment Plan and local project management.
 
The impact of the investments made in 17 municipalities and the strengthening of local actors of development resulted mainly in improving some services at the level of the social sectors (education and health) and the revitalization of some local economies, thanks to the support and advice of local animators in local development and the realization of certain trading infrastructure.
The contribution of UNDP is also noted through the development of new guides to planning (city and region) incorporating emerging themes on the one hand and support to the CONAD in the work of dialogue and consultation between the State and local communities on the other. Other activities of capacity-building of the Ministry of Territorial Administration, decentralization and security (MATDS) and the revision of the code of local authorities were conducted with however a strategic limited scope in terms of clarification of the strategic and programmatic documents on decentralization.
 
The achievements of the support of UNDP and UNCDF are real but fragile under the weak capacities of rural communities.

CP Outputs:

The UNDP CP identified two major outputs to support the Government in achieving this outcome: a) improved and regularly published development assistance management instruments (statistics, report, etc.); b) national capacities for management and absorption of the public development aid reinforced.
Progress and Achievements:

During the programme cycle, UNDP’s support helped to set up a coherent system of management of aid (PGA) and the development of its tools which are entirely owned by DGCOOP who produces annual reports on cooperation. The implemented system allows to have a vision by projects, programmes, support, technical assistance and other parameters. The computer server and access to the platform are fully managed by the Government.
 
Aid management, the regularity of development and edition of the annual report on cooperation by DGCOOP is undeniably one of the success of the process of implementation of the PGA and the work of capacity-building. However, the PGA faces some difficulties in ensuring interface with computerized Circuit of outdoor (CIFE) funding at the level of the Treasury Directorate due to low technical capacities (human resources and software adapted) and difficulties in putting online the PGA that allows all partners to enter themselves their financial data to avoid both the delay in the availability of data and some challenges coming from technical and financial partners.
 
The PGA has yet to prove the quality of dialogue it can make between the Government and its donors, through more disaggregated data and indicators of performance on sectoral programmes. The main problems facing for the PGA are weak technical capacity of DGCOOP to control completely the computer software of the PGA, the low online access online (internet problem) and need for periodic maintenance of the server.


	Summary of evaluation findings (e.g. from outcome and project assessments, UNDAF reviews and other assessments)
A mid-term review of the CPAP 2011-2015 took place in June 2014, followed by a mid-term review of the UNDAF in October 2014. The mid-term evaluation of the CPAP identified the need for the following adjustments:
 
A. Poverty Reduction and MDGs achievement:
-MFPF: UNDP’s role should focus on ensuring technical innovations are integrated and ensuring synergies with the project PARPED in the development of rural microenterprises and micro-finance. 
-PARPED: UNDP should refocus its interventions for bigger impact through the use of tools that directly facilitate the creation of jobs for young people and women;
-Crisis management: UNDP should integrate the notion of resilience so that support for crisis and disaster management system incorporates both the emergency and development by helping the Government to develop a national strategy of resilience consistent with policies for social protection and disaster management.
-Environment: UNDP should adjust to a programme approach to better articulate the environment with the fight against poverty. Poverty Environment Initiative and COGEL projects must be reviewed to better clarify and simplify some expected results and the type of partnership that need to be developed, consistent with the objectives/results of the programme.
 
B. Governance strengthening:
-Political governance: UNDP should firstly anticipate on future electoral processes and on the other hand continue to support Parliament, access to justice for vulnerable groups and the fight against corruption;
-Local governance: UNDP should give up the Modernisation of the public administration component and focus on the dynamics of deepening the policy of decentralization and local management (ARD); urban security should be capitalised;
-Economic governance: with the adoption of the PNDES UNDP should continue its support on this critical area through strategic planning and management of development assistance in a new configuration of support.
-Cross cutting issues such as human rights: it should be treated as cross-cutting themes, while reinforcing the capacities of the two ministries in charge of these two topics so they can promote their integration in the various projects and development programmes.
